Chattanooga’s First After-School Resource Fair

To Be Held October 21

A resource fair is planned next week in Chattanooga to help after-school care providers learn about assistance available from local, state, and federal agencies.  

Chattanooga’s first Back-to-After-School Share Fair will take place Thursday, October 21, at the Carver Recreation Center from 9 a.m. until 12 noon.  The center is located at 600 North Orchard Knob.

The event will allow after-school program providers to meet personally with agencies and organizations who can lend their support.  Approximately 30 agencies are expected to participate, including:  

Chattanooga-Hamilton County Bicentennial Library, Girl Scouts, Big Brothers/Big Sisters, Northside Neighborhood House, Volunteer Center, Chattanooga-Hamilton County Health Department, Family and Children’s Services, Parents are First Teachers, Bethel Bible Village, Tennessee Department of Human Services, University of Tennessee Extension Service, Crime Prevention, Chattanooga Veterans Center, and the U. S. Census Bureau.  

“There are hundreds of before-school and after-school programs in our area.  For the first time, we’re having a Share Fair to put them in touch with available resources,” said Kathy York, team leader for the Chattanooga Hassle-Free Communities Program, which is sponsoring the event.
